This course starts with the four foundational language skills of reading, writing, listening, and speaking. At the beginner level,
students study fundamental grammar (including honorific language) as well as kanji/vocabulary in order to acquire the
communication skills and ability to read and write simple sentences required for daily life. At the intermediate level, students
should reach N2-level proficiency on the Japanese Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) while mastering somewhat higher-level
grammar and learning kanji/vocabulary. At the advanced level, students should reach a level of proficiency beyond that of N1 on
the JLPT while mastering more difficult grammar and becoming accustomed to materials that include kanji/vocabulary required
for social life in Japan as well as specialist terms.
